Policy Statement

	Parents who volunteer to coach a team shall be offered a discount on the registration of their first child’s registration fee. The amount of the discount shall be determined from time to time by the Committee.
To qualify for the discount, all volunteer coaches must:

· Obtain and retain an Ochre Card (NT Working with Children clearance)

· Undertake formal coach training (at no cost and provided by FFNT),

· Commit to coaching for the entire season as prescribed by the Norzone,

· Undertake coach duties at both training and match fixtures, and

· During incidents of unavailability, be responsible for organising a stand in coach.

The Club will meet the cost of obtaining an Ochre Card.


Policy Objective
	The main objective of this policy is to incentivise parents to volunteer for coaching positions and ensure those parents who do volunteer are equipped with the knowledge, skills and confidence to be able to provide coaching at their respective level, in accordance with the Club’s commitment to adoption of the National Curriculum.


Background
	This policy has been developed to try and address two issues:

· A constant shortfall of appropriately qualified coaches, and
· Ensure those who volunteer are given the tools to deliver training in accordance with the National Curriculum program.
